UPDATE ON THE
RAINY DAY CAMPAIGN
9-14-08

In January 2008, the Board of University Church approved the initiation of the
Rainy Day Campaign — a capital campaign with the following goals:

repairing the church’s roof and stonework; building up funds for the Organ
fund, the Grow the Church fund; and the General fund; and giving a ‘tithe’ to
our denominations’ capital funds. At this point, 42 church members and
friends have made pledges for a total of $86,966. So far, the church has
received $37,861 towards these pledges.

Since the start of the campaign, we have made progress on its two core
priorities: roof repairs and tuck pointing. The tuck pointing project involved
work on all sides of the church as well as walls that traverse the roof.
Generally, the work needed to be done involved the upper 6-8 feet of the
walls — lower down the walls have stayed in good shape from the repairs
done in 1987. Repairs were also done on the University Avenue entry way

and steps. This project cost $21,650 — about 2/3 of what was originally
estimated.

The roof project benefited greatly from an independent assessment of the
status of our roof from a retired roofing contractor who goes to church with
Joe Brown. The contractor felt that much of our roof was actually in
reasonable condition — that a coating of reflective sealant would extend its
life for another 7-10 years. But, there were clearly areas of concern: the
organ tower, the section over the East Aisle, sections on the perimeter of the
sanctuary roof, the University Avenue bays, and the area around the
education wing sky lights and central chimney. With Joe Brown’s help, we
have received and accepted a bid of $17,500 for removal and replacement of
the worn out sections. This work has started, but recent rainy weather has
slowed things down a bit. Needless to say, this is a significantly smaller cost
for roof repairs than the original estimates received for a total roof
replacement. Hopefully, these repairs will last for 10 years before a
complete roof replacement will be needed. Given the level of pledging our
members have been able to make (it is not a great time, in terms of the
economy, to be asking for special campaign gifts) this strategy maximizes
the number of repairs to the church we can afford to make at this time.

In addition to the roof repairs and tuck pointing, the church has spent
$11,030 on a list of smaller repair projects: the walls of the kitchen from
water leakage last winter, the kitchen plumbing, painting of several offices
we rent, replacement of the lights in the sanctuary with high efficiency
compact fluorescent bulbs, and upgrades to our electrical system. Many of
these projects involve repairs for expected wear and tear on our building that
our annual budget cannot cover, but probably should. Thisis an area of
concern for me that | think the church should face as we head into our next
stewardship campaign and construct our budget for 2009.

So, at this point, $50,180 has been spent (or contracted to be spent). This
amount is more than the $38,000 we have received so far, but the General



Fund of the Capital Funds had sufficient funds to pay the balance. Asthe
balance of the $49,000 of unpaid pledges comes in over the next 1-2 years,
we will be able to make some progress toward our goals of augmenting the

Organ, Grow the Church, and General Funds as well as making a ‘tithe’ to

our denominational capital campaigns. Because we have “saved” about
$60,000 from our original estimates for the roof and tuck pointing, the Rainy
Day Campaign would need to raise about $100,000 more than is currently

pledged to fully meet the rest of the campaign’s goals.

We have just arrived home after spending four glorious days at the Stratford Shakespeare
Festival, a trip you made possible by your contributions to our Retirement Gift. It was a
great experience that we recommend to anyone having an interest in the theater.

Shakespeare's plays continue to provide entertainment and his works insist on revealing
what's hidden deep within the human soul. We saw Trojan Women, Taming of the
Shrew, Love's Labor's Lost and G.B. Shaw's version of Caesar and Cleopatra. There was
a wonderful piece called Shakespeare's Universe - Her Infinite Variety which was written
to provide some context for the unique genius of Shakespeare and the age in which he
lived and worked. The quotes from John Knox and misogynists of the time gave a clear
context for the many ways that Shakespeare portrayed women.

We really enjoyed all the plays that we saw but our two favorites were Palmer Park, by
Joanna McClellan Glass, and Moby Dick. Palmer Park takes place in Detroit in the late
60's, early 70's. Palmer Park, a neighborhood resembling Hyde Park, is integrated with
well-educated and sophisticated people. Everyone works hard at sustaining a multiracial
community. Ms. Glass captures well the discomfort, faux paus. and racism as Black and
White neighbors work at getting acquainted and sharing a common community vision.
The thread that holds the neighborhood together is the work everyone is involved in
raising money for the local school which supplements what the Board of Education can
provide. The play unravels as parents from the poor, all black neighboring community
demonstrate against the overcrowding of their school and demand that their kids be
enrolled in Palmer Park schools so they can get a quality education.

Moby Dick was an extra-ordinary production. It's more like a ballet with the action being
poetically narrated from time to time off stage. Since no words are spoken on stage, one
learns the story from the gestures and facial response of the actors. It was truly amazing.

NEWS FROM THE MIDDLE EAST

I had an article sent to me by Email from Miryam Rashid, who works for the American
Friends Service Committee the Middle East Section. She passed along a letter by one of
the 45 passengers from around the world who sailed into Gaza with the Free Gaza
Movement. The following is part of a longer letter

Sailing into Gaza (by Huwaida Arraf, August 25,2008)

On Saturday, after 32 hours on the high seas, I sailed into the port of Gaza City with 45
other citizens from around the world in defiance of Israel’s blockade. We traveled from

Cyprus with humanitarian provisions for Palestinians living under siege. My family in

Michigan was worried sick.

My family members, though, remember that 60 years ago part of our own family was
uprooted and driven from their homes in Palestine by Israeli forces. This loss no doubt
fueled my decision to risk my safety and freedom to advance the human rights of innocent
men, women, and children of Gaza.

Israel claims that its occupation of Gaza ended three years ago with its pullout of soldiers
and settlers. But because Israel objected to the outcome of a 2006 Palestinian election
that the Carter Center deemed free and fair, it has blockaded Gaza, severely restricting
movement of goods and people. Dov Weisglass, an advisor to Israeli Prime Minister
Ehud Olmert, was quoted shortly before the swearing in of the new Hamas government
as saying, “It’s like a meeting with a dietitian. We need to make the Palestinians lose
weight, but not to starve to death.”

More than 200 Palestinians have died in the past year according to Physicians for Human
Rights — Israel because they could not exit Gaza for needed medical care. Over 80% of
Gaza’s population now depends on food aid from UNRWA and the World Food
Programme. Unemployment is up to an astonishing 45%. And hundreds of young
people are being intellectually starved by Israel’s decision to prevent them from taking up
overseas academic opportunities.

We nevertheless resolved to act, to symbolically end the siege of Gaza — and to do as
civilians what governments have lacked the compassion or courage to do themselves.
Once here, we delivered critical supplies such as hearing aids, batteries for medical
equipment, and painkillers.

The Lajee Center is in a Palestinian Refugee Camp called Aida which is near Bethlehem. I
visited this camp and Center in March of 2008.



The Center received an award for a children’s book that I read to our youth one Sunday. I
have mentioned this award in our Joys and Concerns reports, but I wanted to include part
of an email about it for those who did not hear it earlier.

The Boy and the Wall, produced by Lajee Center youth in 2005 with the coordination of
volunteers Nidal al-Azraq and Amahl Bishara, is a children’s book in which a boy
imagines how he can resist the Apartheid Wall being built next to his community. His
mother helps him to build his dreams. PsySR activist Jill Flores visited Lajee Center last
summer. As she described at the award ceremony, “I saw this book as having multiple
purposes in terms of encouraging the children to express their grief and their hopes, and,
since the book is in Arabic and English, it allows for cross-cultural communications about
peace building and non-violence.”
